« LCD panel: If the projector is used continuously for six hours or more, its replacement cycle may be shortened.

« Do not turn projector on again for ten minutes after shutdown. Neglect can shorten the lifetime of the lamp. During use and immediately after use, do not touch anywhere near
the lamp and the vents as these parts are extremely hot.
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
